The first round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality and
substance, and movement. After the judge(s) base score is given, one (1) point will be
added for each high option fence jumped. The Option Bonus Score of one additional
point must be awarded even if there is a refusal, rail down or loss of good jumping style
at that higher height option fence, providing that the horse-and-rider combination does
jump the higher height option fence. (Maximum of four points.)

Round 2., The second round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality
and substance, movement, handiness and brilliance of pace. Handiness is defined as
ground saving movement without adversely affecting performance or style. Brilliance of
pace is defined as a faster pace than ordinary, without sacrificing performance or style.
Handiness is taken into account in the judges’ base score. After the judge(s)’ base score
is given, one (1) point will be added for each high option fence jumped. The Option Bonus
Score of one additional point must be awarded even if there is a refusal, rail down or loss
of good jumping style at that higher height option fence, providing that the horse-and-
rider combination does jump the higher height option fence. (Maximum of four points.)

Overall Score.......... The final score from each round will be added to obtain the overall total for each horse.

Obstacles must simulate those reminiscent of the hunt field and the course must offer a
variety of classic jumps with different appearances such as: natural post and rail, stone
wall, white board fence or gate, coop, aiken, hedge, oxer, brush, logs, natural foliage.
Fence heights: Small Pony - 2'3; Medium Pony— 2'6; Large Pony 2'9- 3'0.

Classic Hunter Style Course: a minimum of ten obstacles will be offered in the Classic
Hunter Round, including at least one in and out, at least one bending line, at least one line
with an unrelated distance, and at least one long approach.

Handy Hunter Course: a minimum of eight obstacles will be offered in the Handy Hunter
Round. The course will simulate riding over hunt country and will have a minimum of two
handy options. Only the top 12 ponies from the first round, after all ties are broken, are
eligible to return for the second round.

The judging panel will provide one score and the scores from each round will be added
together to obtain the overall total for each pony. This overall total score will determine
the final overall standings for the class.

The Classic Hunter Style Round shall be judged and numerically scored on quality,
movement, jumping style, manners and way of going. Pace and brilliance are to be
rewarded.

The Handy Hunter Round shall be judged and numerically scored on quality, movement,
jumping style, manners and way of going. Pace and brilliance are to be rewarded.
Handiness is taken into account in the judges’ base score.

. Horse/Pony Measurement Card: Present to the Show
Secretary proof of Measurement or have horse/pony
measured at the Show.

CREDIT CARDS

« All fees must be paid in U.S. funds. Cash is no longer
a viable method for payment. Fees must be paid by
Check, Credit Card, ACH, Wire Transfer or Cashier’s
Check. All entries must be secured by a credit card
or open check. All Credit Card charges will have a
3.1% Administrative/Convenience Fee added. A fine
of $100 plus, collection fees will be made for all non-
negotiable funds. This includes checks and credit
cards that are declined.

«  Exhibitors must close out their account online through
ShowGroundslLive. All accounts must be settled
weekly after the completion of competition (unless
prior arrangements are made). Exhibitors who do
not close out by the Monday following each show
automatically authorize their account close out
using the Credit Card on file at which time a closeout

fee of $75 will apply. If you leave an open check for
your entry fees and do not come in to close out your
bill, we will fill out the amount due and present your
check for payment. After close out billing questions
or refunds will not be considered. Should you have
any questions or concerns with your bill, please call
the horse show office directly. If you have an open
balance for more than 7 days you may be prohibited
from further showing until the balance is cleared.

HEALTH & VETERINARY

Sharps & Medical Waste must be placed in the
proper receptacles. Anyone found in violation shall
be subject to a fine or other penalties deemed
necessary by Show Management.

Show Veterinarian is in residence on the show
grounds. The Vet's phone number will be posted at
the Show Office.

Equine Health Requirements will be enforced. All
horses (competing or not) that enter the grounds

are required to present the Required Health Entry
Requirements, including the Event Participation
Declaration and Proof of Vaccination All horses are
be subject to examination by NEE officials/designated
representatives and/or state officials (collectively
“officials”) for determining whether such animals are,
have been infected/exposed, or are likely to become
infected with an infectious or contagious disease.

If after such examination, officials have reason to
believe that an animal’s health condition places other
animals at risk, such officials, at their sole discretion,
may quarantine such animal (and others that may
have been infected/exposed) or, if appropriate,
require that such animals be transported off the
grounds. All participants agree to fully cooperate
with event officials and abide by their decisions and
instructions. Failure to comply shall be grounds for
immediate expulsion and potential disciplinary action
by organization, state/local or federal animal health
of cials. All exhibitors are encouraged to review the
equine health entry/transport requirements of the
destination state prior to entry. Additional information

can be obtained from the State Vet Office.

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RULES & REGULATIONS

SAFETY

Accidents Involving Competitors. GRI317. In the event

of a head injury due to a fall/accident at a licensed
competition, the competitor may be prohibited from
further competition until released by medical personnel.
In some cases, the competitor may not return to
competition without a signed release from a licensed
medical professional. The competitor may be placed on
suspension by USEF until this criteria is met. Competitors
are advised to familiarize themselves with this new rule.

«  Protective Headgear: It is compulsory for all persons
at Federation licensed hunter, jumper or hunter/
jumper competitions in all Hunter, Jumper and Hunt
Seat Equitation classes, when mounted anywhere on
the competition grounds, to wear properly fastened
protective headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM
(American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEl
(safety Equipment Institute) standards for equestrian
use and carries the SEl tag. It must be properly fitted
with harness secured. It is the responsibility of the
rider, or the parent or guardian or trainer of the junior
exhibitor to see to it that the headgear worn complies
with appropriate safety standards for protective
headgear intended for equestrian use, and is properly
tted and in good condition, and the Federation, Show
Committee and Licensed Offcial are not responsible
for checking headgear worn for such compliance. GR
801.2,7.

+  Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which
allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the
state in which they reside will not be permitted to
operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including,
but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters,
or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds
of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid
temporary license may operate the above described
motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied
by an adult with a valid driver's license. The parent/
legal guardian or individual who signs the entry
blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating
a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely
responsible for any damages, claims, losses or
actions resulting from that operation. Violations of
this rule will be cause for penalties against those
responsible for the child committing the offense.
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

«  The unsafe use of personal electronic transport
devices, as determined by the competition officials
and management in their sole discretion, that do
not require a driver’s license to operate, including
but not limited to segways, hover boards, and single
wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition
grounds. Operating such devices in areas where
people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there
is a risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device
is @ minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual
who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian
of a minor operating the device in violation of this
rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties.

Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

« Dogs must be restrained on the show grounds: Loose
dogs will be picked up and detained and the owner
fined $100. The owner may be barred from showing
and expelled from the show grounds for a second
offense, or for refusal to pay the fine, and will not
be entitled to any refund of entry or stabling fees
paid or due. Management reserves the right to call
Animal Control to have an animal removed from the
premises.

+  Electrical/Fire Regulations: Electrical installation and
connections must meet all state and county codes.
Aisles shall be maintained clear for a minimum of
six feet wide by eight feet high. No obstructions or
projections shall be allowed in these aisles. No Class
| Flammable Liquids such as gasoline are allowed
inside the buildings. Cooking is not permitted within
any stable area. Anyone found in violation shall be
subject to dismissal from further participation in the
horse show without recourse. Additional appliances
are not permitted within any stable area. Anyone
found in violation shall be subject to con scation of
the item(s).

«  Exterior Tent alterations are strictly forbidden. The
removal of stall tent side poles, side ropes and/or
stakes/anchors is strictly prohibited. Any exhibitor
found in violation will be issued a single warning. If
violation continues, Management reserves the right to
remove from the show grounds all property belonging
to or under the control of said violator. Further,
Management reserves the right to bar any exhibitor
found to be in violation from any further participation
in the horse show without recourse to any refund of
entry or stabling fees paid or due.

« Damage: Owners and exhibitors shall be held
responsible for damage caused by them, their agents
or employees to stalls, buildings and other properties
on the show grounds, and shall be billed accordingly.

« Alcoholic Beverages in any form may not be brought
onto the show grounds.

Entries May Close: Trainers and Exhibitors are advised
that Management may elect to exercise its right to close
entries for certain classes. Exhibitors are advised to keep
this in mind when submitting their original Entry Form.

Show Weeks May Close: Exhibitors are advised that some
show weeks may sell out. After the Closing Date of Entries,
priority is given to exhibitors who enter two or more show
weeks.

Awards: Ribbons will be awarded for 1st-8th placings.
International Riders: All classes held will be run under
National rules with regard to riders with the exception

of the FEl classes, when applicable. If the capacity of
International riders exceeds the National riders rule, riders
will be accepted on a 1st come, Ist served basis.

HUNTERS

General: All classes in rated hunter divisions will be
judged on performance and soundness and when
indicated, conformation, suitability or manners.

Jog: The following sections will not jog: Schooling, USHJA,
Young, Adult, Children’s, Short Stirrup, Long Stirrup, Cross
Rails, and Green Rider. In divisions where horses are
required to jog, horses are expected to circle on a loose
rein to prove soundness.

Hunter Champion and Reserve: Awarded to two of

the four horses scoring the most points over fences. In
addition, only these will receive full points for ribbons

won under saddle and half points for ribbons won in the
model. In case of a tie, the horse who earned more points
over fences wins the championship.

Warm-Up: Complimentary Warm up on on day prior to
start of the show from 9 AM - 5 PM in our sand hunter
arenas.

Cross Entry Restrictions:

Mod Child/Adult Hunter - no cross entry 3'3 or higher

Green Rider - no cross entry 2'9” or higher (exception:
class 776 $500 Child/Adult Hunter Derby)

Short/Long stirrup - no cross entry 2'3 or higher
(exception: Children’s Pony Hunter & Rated Pony)

Cross Rail - many not cross enter into any other classes

JUMPERS
Jumper Nomination Fee: $100

Nominated Jumper Sections: 1.20m — 1.45m, Grand Prix,
Jr/Am Jumper 1.20m-1.45m.

Non-Nominated Jumper Sections:
.70m-115m, Jr/Am Jumper Im-115m.

Jumper Champion and Reserve: Classics will not count
towards Champion and Reserve Champion. However, in
case of a tie, the placing in the corresponding Classic
will break all ties. For nominated jumpers, money won will
determine Champion and Reserve.

Eligibility: Any horse, regardless of winnings, is eligible to
enter any .70m-1.45m and Open Jumper class.

Declarations: Nominated Jumpers must declare on

the appropriate form in the Show Office by 4 pm the
day before the class is to be held. Late declarations will
be subject to the Post Entry Penalty and may require
the horse to work first or last in the order of go at
management’s discretion. Classes may be scratched
the day of prior to the class starting with no penalty -
exception: Special Classes. Classes entered on the Entry
Blank constitute a Declaration.

Jumper Tables: Refer to the Time Schedule.

Time Allowed: The Time Allowed will be based on a speed
of 382 yards per minute for all sections unless otherwise
noted, and may be adjusted accordingly.

Martingales: 1.30m or below: No martingale restrictions
when used in a conventional manner. Draw Rein/German
Martingales: allowed when schooling or in classes 1.20m
or below that do not offer prize money. Above 1.30m (and
all classes restricted to young horses): Only running
martingales used in the conventional manner. Note:
Ponies may not be ridden by a Junior in draw reins or
German martingales at any time.

Ties: Ties involving first place will be jumped off. Ties not
involving first place will be decided upon time unless
otherwise stated.

24 Hour Rule: Horses must be stabled on the grounds 24
hours prior to any class with prize money of $25,000 or
more.

SPECIAL CLASSES

The General Rules and Regulations of the Horse Show
will prevail for the Special Classes except as provided for
each individual class and as noted herein.

National Standard Grand Prix -

+ 1.45m - 1.50m with spreads to 1.70m, excluding Triple
Bar and the first fence on course. At least 4 Verticals
and 2 Oxers must be set at 1.50m. The maximum
spread for the Triple Bar is 2.00m.

« Specs: Table I.2.a. National Standard.

»  Horse Limit: Riders are not limited to the number of
horses they may ride.

Special Hunter Classics: Judged on performance and
soundness with manners and suitability emphasized. To
be scored under the open numerical judging system. The
top 12 (or 1/3) horses (ponies) from the first round will
return to jump a second round in reverse order of their
scores in the first round; lowest score going first and
highest score going last. In case of ties, order of those tied
will be drawn. Scores will be averaged from both rounds
to determine the winners. In case of a tie for first place
only, judges will confer to break the tie. All other ties will
remain and riders will toss a coin for the ribbons.

e Separate Two Round Classic - For the first
round, each competitor will jump one round of
approximately 10-12 fences at the required height.

» Designated First Round Classic - A designated class
of the Division will be the first round of the Classic.
You must enter the Classic prior to the start of the
first round class. Scratches are not permitted after the
First round class has begun. See Time Schedule for
Designated First round class.

Special Class Nomination/Declaration: Special Classes
added on the day of or after the Order of Go has been
drawn will be required to work first in the order.

Special Class Scratch: Any scratch must be made
before the class starts. See Rules & Regulations for more
information.

«  Classics [ Grand Prix: In the event of scratch on the
day of the class, horses are subject to the Classic /
Grand Prix Scratch Fee.
