$10,000 Take Your Own Line Open Equitation 3'3 78I $400 $10,000
Description: A single-round equitation class set at 3'3 in which riders design and execute their own track
through a pre-set course of obstacles. Emphasis is placed on position, effectiveness, control, and style.
Riders may jump a minimum of 10 efforts and maximum of 15 efforts in any order. Elements may only be
jumped one time each direction. Creativity is encouraged, with added difficulty being rewarded. Riders
may incorporate any applicable USEF tests. A mix of hunter and jumper type obstacles may be used.

Description: This class will be run under a faults converted format set at 1.20m. Faults incurred when
jumping an obstacle are penalized by adding four seconds for each occurrence. First refusal will only be
penalized by the additional time taken. A second refusal constitutes elimination. Once the horse and rider
combination have completed the course, the rider will dismount and complete the dizzy bat sequence (10
spins around a bat with their forehead on the bat). After 10 spins, the rider will run to finish timers. Fastest
time wins.

Description: This class will be run under a faults converted format set at 1.20m. Faults incurred when
jumping an obstacle are penalized by adding four seconds for each occurrence. First refusal will only be
penalized by the additional time taken. A second refusal constitutes elimination. Once the horse and rider
combination have completed the course, the rider will dismount and complete a course on a bike. Fastest
time wins.

During the two rounds of the National Hunter Derby, all horses entered must be ridden
in official horse show schooling areas. Riders must wear their horse’s Derby competition
number while mounted.

Course Requirements: . Fence height 3'0” with four option fences set at 3'56” per round. Obstacles will simulate
those reminiscent of the hunt field and course will offer a variety of Classic jumps with
different appearances.

Round T: ..o Classic Hunter Style Course: a minimum of ten obstacles will be offered in the Classic
Hunter Round, including at least one in and out, at least one bending line, at least one line
with an unrelated distance, and at least one long approach.

Round 2., Handy Hunter Course: a minimum of eight obstacles will be offered in the Handy Hunter
Round. The course will simulate riding over hunt country and will have a minimum of two
handy options. Only the top 12 horses from the first round, after all ties are broken, are
eligible to return for the second round.

Judging: ... One panel of two judges.

Round T: c.coeeeevenrccenes The first round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality and
substance, and movement. After the judges base score is given, one point will be added
for each high option fence jumped (Maximum of four points).

Round 2. The second round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality
and substance, movement, handiness and brilliance of pace. Handiness is taken into
account in the judges’ base score. After the judges’ base score is given, one point will be
added for each high option fence jumped (Maximum of four points).

Overall Score.......... The final score from each round (3'0” with 3'5” options) will be added together to obtain
the overall total for each horse.

Obstacles will simulate those
reminiscent of the hunt field and course will offer a variety of Classic jumps with different
appearances.

Round T ..ccvvrverinnnnn. The first round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality and
substance, and movement. After the judge(s) base score is given, one (1) point will be
added for each high option fence jumped. The Option Bonus Score of one additional
point must be awarded even if there is a refusal, rail down or loss of good jumping style
at that higher height option fence, providing that the horse-and-rider combination does
jump the higher height option fence. (Maximum of four points.)

Round 2., The second round shall be judged on performance, hunter pace, jumping style, quality
and substance, movement, handiness and brilliance of pace. Handiness is defined as
ground saving movement without adversely affecting performance or style. Brilliance of
pace is defined as a faster pace than ordinary, without sacrificing performance or style.
Handiness is taken into account in the judges’ base score. After the judge(s)’ base score
is given, one (1) point will be added for each high option fence jumped. The Option Bonus
Score of one additional point must be awarded even if there is a refusal, rail down or loss
of good jumping style at that higher height option fence, providing that the horse-and-
rider combination does jump the higher height option fence. (Maximum of four points.)

Overall Score.......... The final score from each round will be added to obtain the overall total for each horse.
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
